Billiouõs Appointed as New Oregon Distributor for California and Nevada 
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Electric Mower Cuts Carbon Footprint  
Eco-Mow is entering the 

electric riding lawn mower 

market to lower the carbon 

footprint of gas -powered 

mowers. It wonõt emit fumes 

or make a lot of noise, and it 

wonõt need spark plugs, 

filters, oil or gas.  

The companyõs zero-turn 

mower will start at a price of 

$4,500. The mower has a 

battery box underneath a 

bed for hauling, where some 

mowers keep a gas -powered 

engine. Having the battery 

box beneath a bed allows 

the company to use larger 

batteries and the companyõs 

1,300-pound prototype can 

mow three acres on a single 

charge. The company plans 

to offer production models 

weighing between 500 and 

900 pounds, including one 

that could mow as much as 

3.75 acres on a single charge.  

So far, most of its competition 

advertises being able to cut 

an acre on a single charge.  

Eco-Mow plans to start selling 

its mowers within the next two 

months. The company 

expects to pass safety and 

performance tests within the 

next six weeks.  

Eco-Mow branched out of 

Nodal Techniques, an 

engineering firm started in 

2002. Last year, a partner in 

the business suggested they 

design an electric riding 

mower.  

Last year, Nodal Techniquesõ 

engineers started researching 

batteries and lawn mower 

parts made in the United 

States when business slowed 

because of the economy. 

The company assembled its 

prototype last September.  

Engineers have tested the 

mower at their homes and 

theyõve surprised neighbors 

with how quiet the mower 

runs. Theyõve also eliminated 

the smell associated with 

cutting grass.  

òI smell like fumes and Iõm 

sweaty because the heat 

from the engine blows in my 

face,ó Justin Polivka said of 

using his gas -powered 

mower.  

Polivka is an engineer at 

Nodal Techniques and he 

said Eco -Mow provides a 

different experience.  

ò(My wife) did not know I just 

finished cutting grass.ó 

Polivka said his yard is a half 

acre and it normally takes 

him 45 minutes to mow on his 

gas -powered mower. It took 

him 25 minutes on Eco -Mow's 

mower.  

Phil Bagwell, another Nodal 

Techniques engineer, has 1 - 

1/2 acres and it took him 45 

minutes compared to his 

usual 90 minutes.  

The company is planning 

attachments it could offer, 

including a tiller, leaf blower 

and canopy with a solar 

panel that could recharge 

the mower.  

Eco-Mow plans to only use parts 

made in the United States.  

The mowers use lead acid 

batteries. Eco -Mow's smaller 

batteries could charge in up to six 

hours and the larger batteries in 12 

to 14 hours.  

The mowers will have inverters that 

Weed eaters and other yard tools 

could also be plugged into. 

Refrigerators and freezers could be 

plugged into the mower during 

power outages as well.
