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arguably the biggest reason that ethanol-blended gasoline is available at every
service station in the country — the Volumetric Ethanol Excise Tax Credit that
gave oil companies 45 cents for every gallon of ethanol they blended into
gasoline — was allowed by Congress to expire. Congress also let expire a tariff on
off-shore ethanol imports that should open the market up to lower-cost ethanol,
mainly from Brazil.

It’s still soon after both actions, and news reports are stating the loss of the tax
credit is one contributing factor in recent rising gasoline prices. Any impact of the
54 cents/gal. tariff expiring is muted, since Brazil, the world’s second-largest
ethanol producer after the U.S., is experiencing ethanol shortages thanks to
increased demand through elevated economic activity that has stressed a
production sector hit by bad weather and reduced capacity following the
financial crisis of 2008.

In fact, the U.S. is now exporting ethanol (and gasoline) to Brazil thanks to higher
demand, and U.S. ethanol producers have shrugged off the loss of the tax credit
because of high offshore demand. In addition, a federal judge recently ruled

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based ethanol due to a smaller carbon footprint.

Though the final numbers aren’t in yet, there’s little doubt 2011 will be a record
year for U.S. ethanol production, with producers setting consecutive week-over-
week output records just weeks ago in early and mid December. Industry
analysts say final ethanol production numbers for 2011 should fall between 3.8
and 4.2 billion gallons, well ahead of last year’s 3.2 billion gallons.

Despite the loss of the Volumetric Ethanol Excise Tax
Credit, many producers say current market dynamics are
positive for ethanol, especially if the move toward
complete approval of E15 and subsequent spread of E15
in the marketplace gathers steam. The industry is
throwing lots of resources at the myriad of regulatory
hurdles to have E15 approved at the federal, state and
local level, and there are also court challenges from
several groups (including the Outdoor Power Equipment

"We have probably 200, 250 million (pieces of equipment) in use foday, and so if you
change the fuels marketplace, we're going to change the paradigm by which for 50 years
you've been able to fuel your product.” Kiser says speaking of E15

E15 is a 15 percent ethanol blend gasoline that the EPA has approved for newer model
cars but banned for non-road products.

"Alandscaper can send out his crews in the morning, give them some money and say,
'Fill up the machines.' And quite literally they could destroy everything on the trailers if
they put the wrong fuel in." Kiser says. "We're very concemed that not enough education
is being done in the likely event that it's widespread in the marketplace."
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Depot Inc. is accelerating the hiring of more than
70,000 seasonal workers in the U.S. amid
competition to sell flowers, fertilizer and grills to
homeowners reluctant to spend on big-ticket
remodeling.

The world’s largest home improvement retailer is
starting the hiring process a month earlier than last
year ahead of its biggest selling season of the year,
Tim Crow, Home Depot’s executive vice president of
human resources, said yesterday in a telephone
interview.

“We want to get out there early,” Crow, 56, said
from Home Depot’s headquarters in Atlanta.
“There’s an early-mover advantage. There is
competition for the best employees.”

Home Depot will start adding seasonal workers in

south Florida next month, he said. The retailer will
roll out discounts on shrubs, lawn mowers and patio

\
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compete for sales with Lowe’s Cos., Wal-Mart Stores
Inc. and independent garden centers.

“Seasonal has been a big driver of the
business,” David Strasser, an analyst at
Janney Montgomery Scott LLC in New
York, said yesterday in an e-mail. “Small
ticket has clearly driven the day as large
ticket continues to slump,” said Strasser, |
who recommends buying Home Depot
shares.

Home Depot is testing and training
candidates more rigorously, lengthening
the hiring process conducted over the telephone and
in stores, Crow said. The company plans to hire about
the same number of seasonal workers as last year
while plans for permanent hiring, based on sales
growth, haven’t been decided yet, he said.

Depot’s revenue will advance 2.6 percent to $69.8
billion in the fiscal year ending Jan. 31. Sales gained
2.8 percent last year, ending four consecutive annual
declines as the recession and tumbling home prices
sapped demand for kitchen and bath
remodeling.

Home Depot had 321,000 employees as of
Jan. 30, 2011, up 4,000 from a year earlier,
according to a filing. That increase was the
first in four years.

“The job market is getting better, making
it harder to find the right people,” John
Challenger, chief executive officer of
Challenger, Gray & Christmas, said yesterday by
telephone. “As hiring gets tougher, it takes
companies more time to find the people who have
the skills they’re looking for. Companies don’t want
to bring people on and find out they’re not working
out.”
